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Report Highlights:   

The Government of Morocco has released its final wheat and barley production numbers for the 2024 

crop, including 1.77 MMT of common wheat, 0.70 MMT of durum wheat, and 0.65 MMT of barley, 

about 43 percent down from the previous year’s crop.  In response to low production, the government of 

Morocco continues to support bread wheat imports based on a fixed flat-rate payment through

General Information  

 

Production Update:  

The Government of Morocco has released its final wheat and barley production numbers for the 

2024 crop, including 1.77 MMT of common wheat, 0.70 MMT of durum wheat, and 0.65 MMT of 

barley. The MY2024/25 wheat and barley harvest were down 43 percent compared to previous 

season due to severe drought. Post adjusts MY2022/23 production numbers for wheat and barley 

based on Morocco’s final official numbers. 

Policy: 

The Government of Morocco continues to support common wheat imports based on a fixed flat-

rate "payment" in response to strong global wheat prices and low production. The current subsidy 

measures are valid until September 30, 2024. (link) 

Trade Update: 

In MY2024/25, Morocco has turned to Russia and Ukraine to meet its wheat supply, while wheat 

imports from Canada and Argentina are down 22% and 100%, respectively. This shift is driven by 

comparative prices. The European Union accounted for 80% of the market share in barley imports. 

Post has revised Moroccan wheat imports in MY 2023/24 based on trade to date data. Morocco has 

exported 125, 337 MT equivalent of wheat so far in MY 23/24.  This is primarily as pasta and 

couscous to West Africa.
