Rice Export Update 

Unofficial and preliminary rice exports (excluding fragrant rice) for January 21-27, 2019 totaled 

172,137 metric tons, down 12,417 metric tons from the previous week and up 16,050 metric tons from 

the four-week moving average of 156,087 metric tons (Table 2).  Rice exports from January 1 – 27,
