Export prices of all grades of rice remain unchanged from the previous week. Trading activities are quiet
this week as most rice businesses are closed until next week due to the Thai New Year’s holiday. The
Thai baht weakened to 33.50 baht/$1.00 from the previous week’s exchange rate of 33.25 baht/$1.00.
Domestic farm-gate prices of white and parboiled rice dropped around one percent from the previous
week as new supplies of off-season paddy rice entered the market. So far, farmers have harvested more
than 40 percent of the off-season rice, particularly in the northern region and the central plains.

Rice Export Update

Unofficial and preliminary rice exports (excluding Hom Mali fragrant rice) for March 21-27, 2022,
totaled 109,326 metric tons, up 1,429 metric tons from the previous week and up 9,697 metric tons from
the four-week moving average of 99,629 metric tons (Table 2). Rice exports from January 1 — March 27,
2022, totaled 1,386,766 metric tons, up 82 percent from the same period last year.
