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Executive Summary:

The Thai Department of Livestock Development (DLD) published a notification in the Royal Gazette
amending existing Thai Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE) regulations. The anticipated
changes bring Thai BSE rules in line with Organization of International Epizootics (OIE) guidelines.
The notification stipulates conditions pertaining to BSE and the imports of live bovine and bovine
carcasses into Thailand. Details are enclosed in Appendix | and Appendix I1.



Appendix I: Unofficial Translation

Notification of the Department of Livestock Development
Regarding: Additional conditions pertaining to BSE for the imports of live bovine and bovine
carcasses into the Kingdom of Thailand.

According to the OIE procedure for official recognition of BSE risk status, the Member Countries have
officially been classified in 3 groups in order to manage the risk from BSE and set measures for
preventing risk arisen from international animal movement:

Group I Negligible BSE risk countries
Group II: Controlled BSE risk countries
Group IlI: Undetermined BSE risk countries

By virtue of Section 4 of the Ministerial Regulation regarding imports, exports and transit of animal and
animal products B.E. 2544 (2001), the Director-General of Department of Live Stock therefore has
announced that:

(1.) The following bovine and bovine products/ carcasses can be imported into the Kingdom of
Thailand:
1.1 bovine semen or bovine embryos, from the 3 groups classified under the OIE risk status, which has
been collected and handled in accordance with the recommendations of the International Embryo
Transfer Society or IETS.
1.2 cattle hides and skins from the 3 groups classified under the OIE risk status.
1.3 deboned skeletal muscle meat which has gone through the following slaughtering process:
1.3.1 ante and post-mortem inspections of carcasses and offal and found to be free from BSE or a
reasonable doubt of having BSE.
1.3.2 stunning process prior to slaughter without using a device injecting compressed air or gas
into cranial cavity or a pitching process or other processes which could cause the damage to
cranial cavity and spinal cord.
1.3.3 deboned by not using mechanically separated equipment.
1.3.4 slaughtering process shall not cause contamination by specified risk materials (SRM) as
follows:
e Group I: No conditions
e Group II: Tonsil and ileum from cattle of any age, and brain, eyes, spinal cord, skull,
vertebral column from cattle over 30 months of age.
e Group IlI: Tonsil, ileum from cattle of any age, and brain, eyes, spinal cord, skull,
vertebral column from cattle over 12 months of age.

(2.) The following bovine and bovine products/ carcasses other than those in (1) can be imported into the
Kingdom of Thailand depending on the OIE's BSE status of country of origin:
2.1 Group I:
2.1.1 live cattle; no conditions except that there is a report of BSE outbreak in the country of
origin. Then the following evidences must be proven:



e Cattle have it own permanent identification, based on the country's system, and have never
been in contact with the BSE animals or animals in the same herd as BSE animals.
e Cattle borne after the implementation of the banning measures on the use of meat and bone
meal (MBM) or greaves derived from ruminant to prepare feedstuff.
2.1.2 cattle carcasses must pass through ante and post-mortem inspections and found to be free
from BSE or a reasonable doubt of having BSE.

2.2. Group IlI:
2.2.1 live cattle; The following evidences must be proven:

e Cattle have it own permanent identification, based on the country's system, and have never
been in contact with the BSE animals or animals in the same herd as BSE animals.

o Cattle were borne after the implementation of the banning measures on the use of meat and
bone meal (MBM) or greaves derived from ruminant to prepare feedstuff.

2.2.2 cattle carcasses; proven evidences that they are derived from cattle in 2.2.1 and has

passed through the following process:

e ante and post-mortem inspections and found to be free from BSE or any reasonable doubt of
having BSE.

e stunning process prior to slaughter without using a device injecting compressed air or gas
into cranial cavity or a pitching process or other processes which could cause the damage to
cranial cavity and spinal cord.

e Slaughtering process shall not cause contamination by specified risk materials (SRM) as
follows:

e Tonsil and ileum from cattle of any age, and brain, eyes, spinal cord, skull, vertebral
column from cattle over 30 months of age.

e Deboned meat from skull and vertebral column of cattle over 30 months of age, using
mechanically separated equipment.

2.3 Group IlI:
2.3.1 live cattle: The following evidences must be proven:

e The country of origin has imposed the measures banning the use of meat and bone meal
(MBM) or greaves from ruminant for preparation of feedstuff.

e Cattle born at least 2 years after the implementation of the measures banning the use of meat
and bone meal (MBM) or greaves derived from ruminant to prepare feed.

e Cattle have it own permanent identification, based on the country's system, and have never
been in contact with the BSE animals or animals in the same herd as BSE animals.

e Cattle have it own permanent identification, based on the country's system, and have never
been in contact with the BSE animal.

e In case that there is a report on BSE in cattle, all cattle in the same herd as BSE cattle, all
cattle which spend the first year of age with the BSE cattle as well as all cattle consuming
feed produced from the same source that has been proved of BSE contamination must have
their own permanent identification, under movement control and when it dies, the carcass
must be completely destroyed.

2.3.2 cattle carcasses; proven evidences that they are derived from cattle in 2.3.1 and has

passed through the following process:

e ante and post-mortem inspections and found to be free from BSE or a reasonable doubt of

having BSE.



e stunning process prior to slaughter without using a device injecting compressed air or gas
into cranial cavity or a pitching process or other processes which could cause the damage to
cranial cavity and spinal cord.

e Slaughtering process shall not cause contamination by specified risk materials (SRM) as
follows:

e Tonsil and ileum from cattle of any age, and brain, eyes, spinal cord, skull, vertebral
column from cattle over 12 months of age.

e Deboned meat from skull and vertebral column of cattle over 12 months of age, using
mechanically separated machine.

(3.) The following specified risk materials (SRM) are not allowed to be imported into the
Kingdom of Thailand:

3.1 countries in group I1; Tonsil and ileum from cattle of any age, and brain, eyes, spinal cord,
skull, vertebral column from cattle over 30 months of age.

3.2 countries in group I11I; Tonsil and ileum from cattle of any age, and brain, eyes, spinal
cord, skull, vertebral column from cattle over 12 months of age.

(4.) The import applicant must follow the procedures stipulated in the Ministerial Regulation
regarding imports, exports and transit of animal and animal products B.E. 2544 (2001) to the
Kingdom of Thailand as well as complying with conditions on animal health and hygiene of
animal products issued by DLD.

(5.) If there are other DLD's Notifications, Orders or Memorandum which are in conflict with
this Notification, this Notification prevails.
