	Description of content: Citrus fruits imported from areas which are not recognized as citrus black spot (CBS) free in South Africa will have to be subject to treatments against Phyllosticta citricarpa (McAlpine) Van der Aa or CBS, as well as official inspections in the field of production and intensive sampling. Also testing requirements have been fixed.

	Objective and rationale: [ ] food safety, [ ] animal health, [X] plant protection, [ ] protect humans from animal/plant pest or disease, [X] protect territory from other damage from pests.

	Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reason for urgent action: The European Food Safety Authority published a pest risk assessment on CBS in February 2014. In light of that pest risk assessment, the European Union concluded that the requirements regarding this specified organism set out in Directive 2000/29/EC for the introduction into the Union of citrus fruits originating in fields outside an area recognised as being free from CBS were not sufficient to protect the Union against its introduction. Given the recurring number of interceptions in the previous years of citrus fruits originating in South Africa infested with CBS, the European Union considered it necessary to take stricter measures without delay in order to improve protection of the Union against the introduction of this organism.
