The measures provide conditions on the import and movement of particular plants which host, or are likely to host, this bacterium, its timely identification in the affected areas as well as its eradication. The measures include obligations to notify any outbreak, official annual surveys, demarcation of infected areas, sampling, testing and monitoring, and removal and destruction of infected plants.
