	Description of content: The Ministry of Public Health (MOPH) is proposing to establish the MOPH notification concerning "Premium" labelling on food label as follows:

1. Definition; "Premium" means the word that refers to quality and standards which are superior to food in the same type.

2. Food labelled "Premium" on the label must be approved by the Food and Drug Administration (Thai FDA).

3. Food labelled "Premium" on the label must comply with the following terms and conditions:
3.1
Quality and standards shall comply with the relevant notification of the Ministry of Public Health.

3.2
Meet the international standards or equivalent on conformity and certified processing system, from raw materials through to the finished product, including traceability. 

3.3
Primary and secondary production shall comply with good practice such as Good Agriculture Practice (GAP), Good Manufacturing Practice (GMP), Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Point (HACCP), ISO 22000 or equivalent.

3.4
Standards, quality or specific characteristic of products shall comply with notification related "Premium" labelling for specific products, otherwise they shall meet the following requirements:

· Organic certification from official government, agency body or agency official approved;

· Geographical Indication (GI) registration from the Ministry of Commerce;

· Raw material or main ingredients and finished goods are superior to general;

· Processing through specific method that makes characteristics of foods superior to general products.

4. Food operators that use the "Premium" labelling before this notification shall comply with the notification within two years of its entry into force.

5. This notification shall come into force the following day after its publication in the Government Gazette.
