According to this decision, the Notice of Chief State Inspector of Veterinary Medicine of Ukraine as of 24 June 2014 #15-9-1-23/18434 is not valid any more.

The imports of other commodities from these countries, which are under the control of the State veterinary service, should be carried out according to veterinary requirements for imports into Ukraine of objects of state veterinary and sanitary control and supervision.
