	Updated testing requirements for some Japanese food imports for radionuclides

	
In line with updated information on the risk to human health posed by radionuclides in food from Japan following damage to the Fukushima nuclear facility in Japan, Food Standards Australia New Zealand advised the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry Biosecurity to amend the additional import testing requirements on certain foods that were instituted as an emergency measure, outlined in G/SPS/N/AUS/261 notified on 14 April 2011. 

Details of foods subject to testing are publicly available in the Australian Quarantine and Inspection Service Imported Food Notice 19/11 at   http://www.daff.gov.au/aqis/import/food/notices/2009/2011/ifn-19-11

The following amendments to the previous advice have been made:

· Removed Iodine131 (I131).  No further testing for this radionuclide is required. 

· Removed the prefectures Niigata and Nagano 

· Removed milk and milk products 

· Added tea (fresh and dried) 

· Added rice and cereals (and their products)

Import testing is now required for  fresh, frozen and dried seaweed, fresh, frozen and dried seafood (excluding fish based pastes and sauces), fresh, frozen and dried fruit, and fresh, frozen and dried vegetables, tea, rice and cereals sourced from the following prefectures in Japan:  Chiba, Fukushima, Ibaraki, Miyagi, Saitama, Tochigi, Tokyo and Yamagata. Tea sourced from Gunma, Kanagawa and Shizuoka prefectures will also be tested.
