The Australian Government Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry has completed a report for the non-regulated analysis of existing policy for fresh mangosteen fruit from Indonesia. 

A draft report was issued on 9 March 2012 and notified in G/SPS/N/AUS/289 (dated 13 March 2012) for a 60-day consultation period, which closed on 8 May 2012. 


The final report, effective 5 June 2012, contains the completed pest risk analysis and the recommended measures to achieve Australia's appropriate level of protection for the import of fresh mangosteen fruit from Indonesia.
