The following communication, received on 2 May 2012, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of Canada.

	Phytosanitary requirements to certify all imported grain free from Eriochloa villosa (woolly cup grass)


As notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/460, dated 27 July 2010, Canada will regulate Eriochloa villosa (woolly cup grass) as a quarantine pest.  As such, the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) is proposing that all imports of grain into Canada will be required to be certified free from Eriochloa villosa (woolly cup grass) in addition to any existing phytosanitary requirements for those commodities.  All shipments will require proof of absence of Eriochloa villosa, such as a phytosanitary certificate with additional declarations or another method of verifying freedom from contaminants that is approved in writing by the CFIA.

The proposed date of adoption for this requirement is 30 July 2012.  The phytosanitary requirements put in place to regulate Eriochloa villosa (woolly cup grass) will be incorporated within the draft Directive D-12-01 Phytosanitary requirements to prevent the introduction of plants regulated as pests in Canada, as well as other directives where appropriate.
