	Description of content:  As previously notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/613 (13 June 2012), the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) is proposing to design a single and consistent approach to food inspection that will be applied across all food commodities that are either imported or produced domestically.  This food inspection model will apply to all food inspection conducted by, or on behalf of, the CFIA.  This proposed draft of the model includes: 
· a single license for each regulated party importing food from abroad or exporting food internationally.  Regulated parties would need to develop and use preventative control plans scalable to the size and complexity of their operation;  consistent oversight based on risk for both domestic and imported food sectors;

· a systems approach to inspection, based on regulated parties' preventative control plans, where the CFIA develops and communicates requirements for industry and regulated parties demonstrate compliance and evidence that controls and processes meet desired food safety outcomes and regulatory requirements;
· a single compliance and enforcement strategy for all food;  and

· mechanisms to evaluate inspection for consistency, effectiveness and performance.
