	Description of content:  Pest risk analyses were conducted on the above pest plant species and it was determined that they each pose a significant risk to Canada's plant resource base. Based on these analyses, the CFIA is proposing to regulate these species as quarantine pests under the Plant Protection Act.   These species are in addition to species that are already regulated by the CFIA under the Plant Protection Act. 
The CFIA is proposing to regulate these species as quarantine pests under the Plant Protection Act. Intentional importation is prohibited. To prevent non-intentional (contaminants) imports, all commodities to be imported into Canada are required to be free from propagative parts of these pest plant species. The CFIA has the authority to establish preventive import conditions for the import of host commodity materials to Canada. 

As such, some commodities that present a risk for introduction of prohibited species may be regulated.  Please note that not all the prohibited plant species will be associated with all the regulated commodities. 

The Automated Import Reference System and all applicable directives will be amended, where appropriate, to reflect commodity-specific import requirements for these prohibited species after the end of the comment period and prior to implementation.
