	Description of content:  Health Canada has provided guidance on reducing the risk of Salmonella Enteritidis in Canadian shell eggs.  The document's focus is on flock management practices in laying flocks as well as the storage and handling of shell eggs.  Environmental sampling for S. Enteritidis in pullets and laying flocks is recommended to assess the flock status for S. Enteritidis.  Testing of laying flocks for S. Enteritidis should follow at least the minimum national standard sampling protocol and methodology.  Eggs from laying flocks that have tested positive for S. Enteritidis by environmental sampling are to be sent for further processing for the lifetime of the flock.  Due to the vertical passage of the organism from a hen into a shell egg or to her progeny, the guidance document also provides guidance to the poultry breeding stock that supply laying hens for the egg industry.
