	Description of content:  The European Commission is proposing to revise the conditions for the importation of a number of products and by-products derived from bovine, ovine and caprine animals with regard to bovine spongiform encephalopathy (BSE) or scrapie, as well as the conditions for live ovine and caprine animals and their embryos, ova and semen with regard to scrapie.
The proposed regulation would extend to collagen the conditions already applicable to gelatine. 

The health certificate requirements applicable to imported by-products and derived products from bovine, ovine and caprine animals would be clarified.

The conditions for imported milk and milk products of ovine or caprine origin intended for feeding farmed animals, live ovine and caprine animals and their embryos, ova and semen would be adjusted to reflect simultaneous evolutions of intra-Union trade requirements, which will be re-focused on classical scrapie only.
