to include, following the European Food Safety Authority's scientific opinion on porcine brucellosis adopted on 5 June 2009, a competitive enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (cELISA) and an indirect enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (iELISA) for the purpose of donor animals testing for brucellosis;

-
to revise the protocol provided for in Chapter I of Annex B to Directive 90/429/EEC to rule out or confirm a suspicion of brucellosis at the admission of animals to the semen collection centre;

-
to review animal health requirements for donor animals and semen thereof as regards Aujeszky's disease;

-
to align the model animal health certificates for intra-Union trade in semen of domestic animals of the porcine species provided for in Annex D to Directive 90/429/EEC and to present it in accordance with the standardized layout of veterinary certificates.
