	Description of content:  The proposed regulation repeals Council Directive 2000/29/EC and is a new basic legislative act on plant health in the European Union.

The objective of the proposed regulation is to strengthen the protection of plants in the European Union against the risks posed by plant pests. The pests covered are regulated quarantine pests as well as regulated quality pests. General measures are set out on regulated pests and regulated commodities. 

The proposed regulation further aligns the existing legislation with the IPPC, for example as regards the equivalence of protected zones and pest-free areas.
