	Description of content:  The objective of the proposed regulation is to simplify, modernise and increase the consistency of animal health legislation across the European Union. The proposed regulation repeals several pieces of existing EU legislation.

The main changes provided by the draft Animal Health Regulation are: a simpler legislative framework; the reduction of administrative burden; clarification of the animal health responsibilities of operators, veterinarians and others; scope for using new technologies for animal health activities; increased flexibility and a systematic risk-based approach, including criteria for listing and categorising animal diseases on a scientific and evidential basis and wider use of "compartmentalisation".
