	Description of content: There is a technological need to use Ethyl lauroyl arginate as a preservative in heat-treated meat products in order to improve the microbiological quality of those food products, including inhibiting the growth of harmful micro-organisms such as Listeria monocytogenes. As the use of Ethyl lauroyl arginate in heat treated meat products will help maintaining their quality and safety, it is appropriate to authorise its use in heat-treated meat products and to assign number E 243 to that food additive.

In July 2013, the European Food Safety Authority published a statement on a refined exposure assessment of Ethyl lauroyl arginate based on this uses as a food additive and concluded that the exposure for all population groups is below the Acceptable Daily Intake (ADI).
