This policy seeks to coordinate the regulation of food safety and to define the role of stakeholders to ensure public health and trade in food. It also aims to:

· establish a mechanism for coordinating food safety related activities in Ghana by ensuring harmonisation and institutional cooperation among the relevant stakeholders;

· strengthen the surveillance system for food borne diseases, including early warning and crisis management mechanisms; and
· coordinate and strengthen existing laboratories and establish new laboratories deemed necessary to ensure food safety.
