This prohibition is based on the risk assessment on the importation of poultry from the United Kingdom and referred to in the OIE Terrestrial Animal Health Code Article 10.4.11, OIE Terrestrial Animal Health Code Article 10.4.19 and OIE Terrestrial Animal Health Code Article 10.4.20.
The following are excluded from the ban decision:

1. Specific pathogen-free products (SPF eggs);

2. Hatching eggs;

3. Parents and grandparent one-day old chicks;

4. Heat-treated products.
