If no, describe, whenever possible, how and why it deviates from the international standard:  The proposed MRL for imidacloprid in hay does not conform to the Codex MRL in fodder/straw of barley, wheat, oats and rye. This is because the proposed MRL is exclusively for imidacloprid (i.e. its metabolites are not included) and set on a 90 per cent dry matter basis, while  the Codex MRL is established for the sum of imidacloprid and its metabolites containing the 6-chloropyridinyl moiety and set on a 100% dry matter basis.
