	Description of content: Administrative regulation No. 16/2014 "Limites máximos de radionuclídeos nos géneros alimentícios" (Maximum limits of radionuclides in foodstuffs) is a food safety standard that establishes maximum permitted levels of radionuclides contaminated in food after a nuclear or radiological emergency. This standard aims to control important radioactive contaminants in food, in order to protect public health in Macao. In the definition of this regulation, "radionuclides" refers to unstable chemical elements contaminated in food, whose atoms disintegrate spontaneously and emit ionizing radiation. This administrative regulation stipulates that legally permitted levels of radioactivity concentration of radionuclides in or on the surface of foodstuffs must be in accordance with the terms of the list provided. Considering special protection for sensitivity of infants, permitted maximum limits are defined for two separate categories "infant food" and "other foods". The regulation applies to the control of the levels of radionuclides in food intended for human consumption at all stages of food business including production, importing, processing, transportation and sale.
