In this notice, the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock, Rural Development, Fisheries and Food lists the exotic diseases subject to mandatory diagnosis that are not included in Mexican Official Standard NOM‑030‑PESC‑2000 "establishing requirements for determining the presence of viral diseases in live or dead aquatic crustaceans, their products or by‑products in any presentation, and Artemia (Artemia spp), for importation into and movement within the national territory", with a view to certifying the health status of aquatic crustaceans destined for importation into and movement within the country.
