	Description of content:  Camel milk is not a common food item for human consumption and is a new product in Singapore.  As such, a risk assessment was conducted on allowing import of pasteurized camel milk for human consumption. 
For countries that are interested to export pasteurized camel milk to Singapore, the competent authorities of the exporting countries are required to submit the following documents:

(a)
Information on the national food inspection and certification system of the competent authority;

Confirmation and assurance that the camel milk is manufactured in an establishment regulated by the competent authority;
(c)
Process flowchart of pasteurized camel milk, with details on the heat treatment conducted;

(d)
Confirmation and assurance that the manufacturing establishment has been inspected by the competent authority, with yearly submission of the establishment's inspection report;

Submission of health certificate (for every consignment) certifying that the camel milk has been pasteurized by heating at a minimum temperature of 72oC for a minimum of 15 seconds or an equivalent process.  The health certificate should also bear the following information:
