	Description of content:  The Bill seeks to ensure that all food of animal origin released to the public is safe for human consumption.  This Bill will facilitate access to an expanded market base for other foods of animal origin such as honey, fish, eggs, milk and milk products.  In addition, the 2010 Veterinary Public Health (VPH) Bill is aimed at improving service delivery in terms of eliminating duplication in the control of food of animal origin at primary production level.
The Bill lays down procedures for:  the approval of designs and drawings of slaughter facilities and other establishments;  the approval of slaughter facilities and establishments;  the general requirements for slaughter facilities and food establishments;  animal welfare guidelines;  the identification and traceability of animal products;  specific requirements for inspections, import export, transportation and certification of all animal products;  this Bill does not apply to private domestic use, traditional slaughter, private preparation, handling and storage.
