	Description of content:  The Ministry of Public Health (MOPH) is proposing to revise the MOPH notification concerning cow's milk as follows:

(1) The MOPH notification No. 265 (B.E. 2545) (2002) entitled "Cow's Milk", dated 19 December 2002 and the MOPH notification No. 282 (B.E. 2547) (2004) entitled "Cow's Milk (No.2)", dated 30 August 2002, are repealed and replaced by this (Draft) MOPH notification;

(2) Cow's milk is prescribed as specific controlled foods;

(3) Definition and classification of cow's milk;

(4) Qualities and standards of cow's milk;

(5) Food additive follows criteria of Thai FDA as attached in Annex which complied with CODEX Commodity of food additives;

(6) Producers or importers of cow's milk for sale shall comply with the notification of the Ministry of Public Health, No.193 B.E 2543 (2000), Re:  Production processes, production equipment, and foods storages and the notification of the Ministry of Public Health, No.298 B.E.2549 (2006), Re:  Production processes, production equipments, and storage of ready-to-consume milk products in liquid form which passed through pasteurization heat treatment;

(7) Usage of cow's milk containers shall comply with the notification of the Ministry of Public Health, Re:  Containers;

(8) Labels of cow's milk shall comply with the notification of the Ministry of Public Health, Re:  Labels, except for the names, declarations of some kind of cow's milk, ingredient and date marking pasteurized cow's milk;

(9) Producers or importers of cow's milk, who obtained permission for food registration prior to the enforcement of this notification, shall submit a request for amendment to comply with this notification within 180 days from the date of entry into force of the notification.  After the submission of the request, they will be allowed to use the existing label, but no longer than two years from the date of entry into force of the notification.

(10) This notification shall come into force on the following date after its publication in the Government Gazette.
