	Description of content:  The Ministry of Public Health (MOPH) is proposing to set the MOPH notification concerning raw cow milk as follows:

(1) Definition; raw cow milk means raw milk made from cows without heat treatment. 

(2) Qualities and standards of raw cow milk:

· Free of communicable disease to human and having good hygiene practice;
· Bacterial count not more than 500,000 CFU/ml;

· Somatic cell count not more than 500,000 cell/ml;

· Pesticide residues not more than limit prescribed in notification of Ministry of Public Health B.E. 2554 (2011) Food containing pesticide residues;

· Contaminants not more than limit prescribed in notification of Ministry of Public Health (No. 98) B.E. 2529 (1986) Standard for Foods Contamination which Sufficiently Supported;

· Veterinary drug residues not more than limit prescribed in notification of Ministry of Public Health (No. 303) B.E. 2550 (2007) Veterinary Drug Residues in Foods.

(3) Cow milk, flavoured milk and other liquid milk products which have undergone pasteurization using heat-treated process and which use raw cow milk as a raw material shall comply with item (2) of this draft MOPH notification.

(4) This notification shall come into force one year after its publication in the Government Gazette.
