	Description of content:  The requirements established for the importation of poultry and birds from all countries have been promulgated on 1 September 2011.  The highlight of the requirements are in brief as follows:
(1)
Those poultry and birds requiring an import permit, as stipulated in the Animal Industry Act or Wildlife Conservation Act, shall obtain the permit from the relevant central competent authorities before applying for quarantine requirement documents to the animal quarantine authority of the importing country.

(2)
The poultry and birds shall be detained for a 30-day pre-export quarantine and for a 10-day post-entry quarantine.

(3)
During the pre-export quarantine, the chicken and turkey shall be tested for avian mycoplasmosis; only the animals in the Family Anatidae of the Order Anseriformes shall be tested for duck virus enteritis and other waterfowl are exempt;  all birds in the Family Psittacidae shall be treated against avian chlamydiosis.

For imported birds (other than land fowls and waterfowls), the requirements for small quantities (a consignment of five birds or less) are different form large quantities (a consignment of six birds or more).

The veterinary certificate issued by the animal quarantine authority of the exporting country shall state the identification number of each poultry and birds.
