	Description of content:  The main purpose of the Draft Law is to establish the transparent mechanism for ensuring food products safety and quality through the delegation of functions to the single state control authority the in the field of food safety and quality "from farm to fork" according to the requirements of EU legislation.
It is planned to amend 11 legislative acts of Ukraine, such as:

· the Laws of Ukraine "On food safety and quality", "On children's nutrition", "On consumers rights protection", "On excluding from circulation, processing, disposal, annihilation or further use of bad quality and dangerous products", "On the veterinary medicine";

· the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine "On standardisation and certification";

· the Code of Ukraine on administrative infringements;

· the Criminal Code of Ukraine, Commercial Code of Ukraine etc.

The Draft Law sets the requirements to:

· the procedures of state control and supervision;

· obligatory gradual implementation of Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Points (HACCP) by food manufacturers;

· traceability of food products production (possibility to trace the food products on all stages of production, processing and circulation);

· increasing of food manufacturers responsibility etc.
