	Final Rule: Determination of Swine Vesicular Disease Status of Certain Regions in Italy (Docket No. APHIS-2012-0094)

	
The Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service is advising the public that we have determined that the Italian regions of Lombardia, Emilia-Romagna, Veneto, and Piemonte and the autonomous provinces of Trento and Bolzano are free of swine vesicular disease. Based on an assessment of the animal health status of these areas, which we made available to the public for review and comment through a previous notice of availability, the Administrator has determined that the importation of pork or pork products from these areas presents a low risk of introducing swine vesicular disease into the United States. This determination is based on our review of the documentation submitted by the Government of Italy in support of its request and the findings of our own animal health risk evaluation.

This notice is subsequent to the one published on 18 December 2012, in the Federal Register (77 FR 74787-74788, Docket No. APHIS-2012-0094), a notice of availability in which we announced the availability for review and comment of our evaluation of the SVD status of the Italian regions of Lombardia, Emilia-Romagna, Veneto, and Piemonte and the autonomous provinces of Trento and Bolzano. Based on this evaluation, we determined that the surveillance, prevention, and control measures implemented by Italy in the four regions and two autonomous provinces under consideration as being free of SVD are sufficient to minimize the likelihood of introducing SVD into the United States via imports of SVD-susceptible species or products. However, because of the regions' and autonomous provinces' proximity to or trading relationships with SVD-affected regions, we found that it is necessary to impose additional restrictions in accordance with § 94.13 on the importation of pork or pork products from the areas of Italy under consideration for being declared free of SVD. We solicited comments on the notice of availability for 60 days ending on 19 February 2013. We received one comment on our evaluation, from the European Commission's Directorate-General for Health and Consumers.
