In response to a request from the European Commission, the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) is proposing to recognize 22 European Union (EU) member States as free from citrus longhorned beetle (CLHB) and Asian longhorned beetle (ALHB). Under this proposal, the CFIA would only recognize those EU member States that are free from both pests or that eradicated an infestation three or more years ago. The EU member States of Austria, Croatia, Finland, France, Germany, and Italy remain on the list of countries where CLHB and/or ALHB are present.
Host plants of genera already accepted for import to Canada that have a diameter of 10 mm (0.4 in) or more at their widest point will now be admissible from EU Member States that are considered free from CLHB and ALHB.
