	Description of content: The CFIA is revising policy directive D-10-01 outlining the phytosanitary import requirements for tomato and pepper fruit (previously notified on 25 June 2010 as G/SPS/N/CAN/422/Add.2) to expand the number of options for pest mitigation measures for authorized countries where Tuta absoluta (tomato leaf miner) and Thaumatotibia leucotreta (false codling moth) are present. The new options include: 1) pest free area (PFA), 2) systems approach (SA), and 3) treatment in the country of origin. 

In addition, the CFIA is reviewing the pest status and the trade status of countries currently exporting fresh tomato fruit and fresh pepper fruit to Canada. Approved countries where T. absoluta and/or T. leucotreta are not known to occur may continue to export tomato and pepper fruit to Canada, provided that the National Plant Protection Organizations (NPPO) can deliver appropriate phytosanitary certification. Approved countries where T. absoluta and/or T. leucotreta are present may continue to export fresh tomato and pepper fruit, however, their respective NPPOs are required to implement one of the three options mentioned above at the time of entry into force of the directive D-10-01. A list of authorized countries can be found in Appendix 1 of the directive.
