	Description of content: The notified Resolution implements report ARP-003-2015 "Análisis de Riesgo de Plagas iniciado por la revisión de una política. Para la importación de frutas de aguacate (Persea americana), para consumo fresco originaria de México" (Pest risk analysis established following the review of a policy in respect of the importation of avocados (Persea americana) from Mexico for consumption), issued by the Phytosanitary Risk Analysis Unit of the State Phytosanitary Service on 10 July 2015.
It establishes the following phytosanitary requirements for the importation into Costa Rica of avocados from Mexico for consumption:
1. Shipments require an official phytosanitary certificate issued by the country of origin, which indicates, in the section for additional declarations, that they are free from: Conotrachelus aguacatae, Heilipus lauri and Maconelicocus hirsutus;
2. Products must come from plants grown in nurseries certified by the national plant protection organization (NPPO) of the country of origin, as free from Avocado Sunblotch Viroid (ASBVd), and previously recognized by the State Phytosanitary Service of Costa Rica;
3. Products are required to come from a place of production free from Avocado Sunblotch Viroid (ASBVd), and previously recognized by the State Phytosanitary Service of Costa Rica. Exporting countries must comply with ISPM No. 10: Requirements for the establishment of pest-free places of production and pest-free production sites (FAO, 1999); and
4. Products must be packaged and labelled, and be free from vegetable residues, soil, snails and slugs. They will be subject to phytosanitary control at the point of entry.
