· Botryotinia fuckeliana (grey mould-rot);

· Erwinia carotovora subsp. atroseptica (potato blackleg disease);

· Erwinia chrysanthemi (bacterial wilt of dahlia);

· Pseudomonas marginalis pv. marginalis (lettuce marginal leaf blight);

· Pseudomonas syringae pv. syringae (bacterial canker or blast (stone and pom);

· Tobacco rattle virus (spraing of potato);

· Tomato black ring virus ( ring spot of beet).
